COURSE DESCRIPTION


This course is the equivalent to an introductory college calculus course.  It covers the differential and integral calculus material outlined by Collegeboard for the AP Calculus AB course. Topics include the concepts of limits, derivatives, definite integrals, and the Fundamental Theorem of Calculus.   
GRADING

Your grade directly depends upon you demonstrating to me that you have mastered the mathematics presented.    Your quarter and semester grades are calculated as follows:

QUARTER GRADE
1.
Tests







50% of grade

Tests are one of the key mechanisms used for assessing your knowledge of the mathematics.  You are allowed to retake tests.  When studying for retakes, don’t just memorize answers to the last test, but genuinely try to learn the material.  Retakes will cover the same material, but will have many different questions.

2.
Quizzes






35% of grade

Quizzes are similar to tests, but are reduced in scope and length and are a smaller portion of your grade.  Quizzes can also be retaken.  Some quizzes will be announced beforehand, but some quizzes could be pop quizzes.

3.
Assignments





15% of grade


Mathematics requires a lot of practice.  Some practice will be done in class in a group or as an individual.  Other practice will be done at home; you will be assigned a minimum number of suggested problems to practice at home. The number of assignment problems is a minimum.  You should take it upon yourself to do more problems if you think you need more practice.
